Each of us is on a spiritual journey and how we live this  
journey may vary greatly. Personally, I wish to share a prac-
tice that works very well for me at the end of the day called 
the Examen. The Examen is an ancient practice created by 
St. Ignatius of Loyola, the founder of the Jesuits, as he at-
tempted to imitate Christ in his daily life. 
This practice involves a few basic steps: 

Recognize that we are in the presence of God. No mat-
ter where we are, whether we are still or moving, 
we are part of Godôs creation and in Godôs pres-
ence. 

Consider the things in our day that gave us joy ï times 
or events for which we are grateful ï moments 
when we felt the most love or the most alive. For 
this we give God our thanks, knowing that all good 
gifts come from God. 

Then asking for Godôs help we look at the difficult times 
of our day asking for help in assessing how we may 
have helped or hindered a situation. With Godôs 
help we consider the choices we made and why. 
Knowing that God is with us always, pray for guid-
ance to consider options for handling things in the 
future. Answers which bring us joy and peace are 
what God desires (moments of consolation) 
whereas answers which cause us pain, anger or 
frustration are not what God desires (moments of 
desolation). 

Close with a prayer of reconciliation, resolution and 
praise asking for Godôs forgiveness, for the forgive-
ness of others and through God forgiving those who 
hurt us. Praise God for Godôs unending love and 
guidance. 

If you have someone in whom you can confide, share 
your thoughts with them and ask them to consider 
their day also. This is a wonderful way to build your 
relationship with each other as well as strengthen 
both of the relationships with God.
