What 
should we do about it?  You are responsible for 
keeping this church alive. 
 

Have you picked up your copy of the proposed by-laws 
from the office?  Do you think it doesn’t affect you?  
What would happen if we didn’t have any rules that 
staff and the leaders had to follow?  Do you believe 
that would be a good idea?  Do you think maybe the 
proposed by-laws have fewer or more rules than we 
have now?  Do you think it matters?  Do you think it 
matters who’s elected to council?  Why?  You are 
responsible for keeping this church alive. 
 

Are you aware of the number of ministries that are 
available at Apostles?  What would you say to a visitor 
if they asked you what time Sunday school started?  
Would you talk to a visitor?  Do you know what kinds of 
things our commissions do?  Do you think they’re the 
same things that we did 35 years ago?  Would that be 
a good idea?  Have you ever read the Annual Report 
that comes out in January that includes reports from all 
the staff members, the leadership, and all the 
commissions regarding the year that just ended?  Do 
you think we’re doing anything we should stop doing?  
Are there things we should be doing but aren’t?  Why 
don’t you tell somebody?  You are responsible for 
keeping this church alive. 
 

How do we handle our other responsibilities in life?   

Accept them as part of a life well lived?  Fight them?  
Ignore them?  If we ignore them, who will know?  I 
think we know the answer to that one.  2011 is almost 
over.  2012 is going to be a pivotal year in the life of 
Church of the Apostles.  Why?  Have you been 
listening to the talk of a financial crisis at Church of the 
Apostles?  Did you attend any of the question and 
answer sessions about the budget?  Will you be 
attending the question and answer session on Sunday, 
December 11 between the two services about the 
proposed by-laws?  We are all responsible for keeping 
this church alive.  If we do it together it won’t be work.  
It will be a labor of love.

Mission: 1 
 
Because of our involvement in the Mission: 1 project, I 
have become a frequent visitor to our UCC website. To 
support this denominational endeavor, there has been 
wonderful material provided for both clergy and lay 
people alike.  The following was material offered as a 
possible “sermon starter.” 
 
A poet said, “Love does not consist in gazing at each 
other, but in looking outward together in the same 
direction.”  When we are at our best, that’s what we do 
in church.  The love we know is found, not in looking at 
how much we agree with each other, but in looking 
outward together in the same direction.  Through all 
our differences, we are called to work together so that 
God’s will can be done “on earth as it is in heaven.”  In 
this spirit, Jesus prayed what became the motto of the 
United Church of Christ, that we may “all be 
one.” (John 17:23) 

 
On November 13th, I shared that Church of the 
Apostles had exceeded all of its goals for Mission: 1.  
Our initial goals had been to gather 1,111 food items, 
to collect $1,111 for hunger ministries/East Africa 
Famine Relief, and to generate 111 letters asking 
congress to reform U.S. foreign assistance to more 
effectively benefit the hungry and poor worldwide.  We 
exceeded all of our goals having gathered 1411 food 
items, collected $1484.11, and generated 154 letters. 
Our denomination’s goals were to gather 1,000,000 
food items, collect $111,111 for hunger ministries, 
$113,271 for East Africa Famine Relief, and generate 
11,111 letters for Congress. By November 13th, the 
denomination had exceeded two of its four goals.  As 
of today, however, I am delighted to report that all four 
goals have been met!  1,437,594 food items have 
been donated, $116,774 has been collected for 
hunger ministries, $110,819 has been collected for 
East Africa Famine Relief, and 37,409 letters have 
been sent to congress!   
 
Thank you for “looking outward in the same direction” 
and helping both our church and the denomination 
reach its goals.

Upon arrival 
we found a crowd already gathered and by the time it 
was over, 158 meals had been served. 
 
I want to say thank you to all who volunteered and 
made this mission such a success.  We needed each 
and every one of you!  I did want to say a special 
thank you to Dan and Marianne Thoman who once 
again organized this outreach mission and spent part 
of their Thanksgiving weekend making yet another 
batch of soup. We needed it! 
 
It is my wish that during this season of Advent, this 
gesture will serve as a source of HOPE for those less 
fortunate in our community.
