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A Reflection on the Year

As | prepare to write my annual report, | am truly in
awe of God’s grace and blessings to us through the
past year. 2011 may be remembered as a difficult year
for us, but | also hope it is remembered as a time when
hurdles were overcome, when negative predictions
were not fulfilled, and when this congregation had a
renewal of spirit in the one true God who calls us
together.

The air of conflict and distrust was quite thick at this
time last year and some felt it better to leave than
experience any further pain, but for those who stayed
we talked through it. We named the things we felt were
wrong and continue to work to prevent any future
mistakes. For example, there is a new draft of our by-
laws being circulated through the congregation for
comments and suggested revisions before the council
makes its decisions. Through these conversations we
were also able to come together with regard to the
easement proposal with Homestead Village and the
addition of projectors and screens in the sanctuary.

There were those who said that we were going to fold
as a congregation because of this, and yet through
prayer and worship we have increased the overall
participation in worship and our favorite programs, like
the garage sale and bazaar, went off without a hitch.
Actually several people commented that it was through
working side by side again that we remembered why
we are all passionate about our congregation and the
work which it does for our community.

During this time, | watched areas of the church become
stronger especially within the Wednesday night dinners
and after Rick’s arrival, the attendance at the New
Beginnings functions. More importantly for me, | hear
more people talking about what God is doing in their
lives. | have heard many stories of what I call “God
moments” and what Rick calls “Providence.” God’s
presence with us collectively and individually is being
noticed more and more, and that is the best news of
all!

We still have challenges, specifically financial, which
should not be news as our yearly deficit has grown. But
with all the positive things happening through relevant
and engaging worship, meaningful programming and a

new focus on inviting others to share their God given
gifts and talents to the world through us, we have a
future of unlimited possibilities. God is here and
supporting us. Now the “ball is in our court” to see if we
will answer Christ’s call to be apostles and tell others
how we find meaning and support here and invite them
to experience new life and purpose here.
