Some of the additions include: two attractive mod-
ern design area floor coverings, two child-like de-
sign paintings of <child
childrendés faces, child
made of clay. In addition, six colorful banners will
hang on the pillars in a random pattern. The calico
prints used in the banners were incorporated in the
pillows for the seating area. Youth of all ages
should be able to enjoy a colorful and meaningful
gathering space.

Earlier in the spring of 2009, two area floor cover-
ings were donated by a COA member. The square
modern design provided a focal point for the furni-
ture to be rearranged in that narthex. The carpets
also set the symmetrical stage for other changes
made in that area. The furniture came from the of-
fice of founding pastor, the Rev. Glenn Rader.
The color brightened up the space and made it
more inviting for conversations.

The faces on the paintings were painted to repre-
sent various skin tones

backgrounds and hung with leather strips in a sym-
metrical fashion.

Six banners were designed and constructed to
brighten the narthex as well as providing a youth-
like kid friendly area for kids of all ages. The idea
was to use basic church symbols for each banner.
Each symbol could become a teachable moment
that will help our youth learn more about their
church. Each banner represents the paraments
colors of our liturgical church year: green, white,

and cotton backings were added. Any calico mate-

rial remnants was used to sew six pillow covers for

the sitting area. The Sunday School children can

also match the calico print to the appropriate sym-

bol. This would be just another teachable moment

for our children and youth. As time permits, a sign
